ROKA’s event to clear up the City collects 10 tonnes of waste

Residents of Kasturba Nagar Association (ROKA)
conducted their 8th edition of the waste collection drive
on the Jan.6 and 7 at the Kasturba Nagar Residents As-
sociation Hall and Chennai High School, Kamaraj Av-
enue, Adyar. Like the earlier edition, this edition too show-
cased new ideas for sustainability at the venues. “Apart
from collecting waste, ROKA feels that we also must show-
case alternatives so people are aware of them and con-
tribute to reducing plastics,” said Janani Venkitesh, Sec-
retary of ROKA, as she introduced the refill truck concept,
thrift store and ‘Nilayaan’ a sustainability solutions pro-
vider for kitchenware and composting.

ROKA partnered with Wasted 360 Solutions, Re-
cycle Mart and Bisleri for the drive and collected clothes
(including undergarments), e-waste, pens, empty tablet
strips, X-rays, footwear, mattresses & pillows, toys and
books, bags, glassware, hard and soft plastics and pic-
tures of deities. Wasted 360’s refill truck was a unique
concept that offered handwash, detergent, floor cleaner

and dishwashing soaps to interested people, with a catch
that they bring their own bottles. “The basic concept is to
reduce plastics. These liquid soaps always come in plas-
tic containers, thus with the refill truck, we are giving an
option to people to bring their own container and refill the
soaps,” explained Janani.

The thrift store displayed many fabulous dresses
apart from books and toys. While the book genres ranged
from fiction to children to management, toys included
Mindbender games, puzzles and collectables like the
Quidditch ball from the Harry Potter series. Nilayaan too
gave an overview of the available sustainable kitchenware
- cutlery, bowls, glasses, toothbrushes and flasks. “Coco-
nut shells are not biodegradable. Due to their enhanced
shelf-life, they can make amazing bowls and glasses,”
explained Deepesh as he also showed a variety of
composters - for apartments and homes, apart from an-
other specifically for pooja flowers.

The two-day drive was packed with not only indi-
viduals bringing in their waste but also institutions that
gave away products - a catering company gave away more

than a hundred porcelain plates and saucers, a boutique
gave away clothes and a hotel gave away cartons of glass
bottles. Other items that came in were: iron tables, CRT
TVs, washing machine drums, bestseller books including
the Asterix and Oblix series and Tintin series etc.

Some of the residence communities, like CeeDeeYes
Velachery, Karpagam Gardens and Nawab Gardens col-
lected waste in their locality and sent it through logistics
providers. The event saw a footfall of more than 400 people
and collected around 10 tonnes of waste.

At the event, representatives from Bisleri also
recognised ROKA members for their efforts in the ‘Punch
the Plastic’ initiative. ROKA has partnered with Okapi
Research and Advisory (an IIT Madras incubated com-
pany) and Bisleri to collect single-use plastic and multi-
layer plastic (MLP), from residents of Kasturba Nagar,
for recycling. The initiative was started on Oct 11 and till
December mid, the neighbourhood collected 21 kgs of plas-
tic. ROKA thanked all the participants, the Corporation
and the volunteers from Loyola College's MSW depart-
ment, for their support.

Elliots Beach or Elliots Market
 Senior citizens like me who have visited Moore mar-

ket in its prime period and felt the pulse of the market, get
the same feeling today while visiting the Elliots beach.

Nearly half of the sand in the Elliots beach in its prime
area is now occupied by thatched shops selling assorted goods
and eatables, providing seating facilities too.

While Chennai corporation has spent substantial money
in building the two pathways with some statues in between
as a part of the beautification exercise, there are several
handcarts placed near the pathways and even a few on the
pathways selling all kinds of materials. One feature that
Elliot’s beach has, which Moore Market did not have, is the
number of stray dogs loitering around or sleeping on the
pathway.

Of course, they seem to be fed well with eatables thrown
away by the visitors. When there are so many stray dogs,
inevitably excreta are also there. What is even worse is the
number of fish stalls that are spread at one end of the Elliots
beach spreading nauseating smells and forcing the walkers
to close their noses with a piece of cloth.

Certainly, Elliots Beach is one of the most beautiful
beaches in the world, perhaps, next only to Marina Beach.
This beach can make Chennai proud if it can be maintained
neat and clean by the authorities, which is not to be. Anyone
who has seen a beach anywhere else would certainly feel
distressed at the prevailing conditions in this naturally beau-
tiful beach and think poorly about the commitment and ca-
pability of Chennai Corporation, which is supposed to be re-
sponsible for maintaining the beach.

This is not the first time that citizens have expressed
unhappiness about the conditions in Elliot’s beach but there
seems to be little hope that conditions will improve, as the
past expression of unhappiness about the conditions by the
citizens has not made the authorities act. Obviously, the au-
thorities are unwilling or incapable of ensuring that the beach
sand would not have multiple and scattered shops.

Finally, there is no doubt that a lot of money has been
spent by the Chennai Corporation in beautifying the beach.

Debris dumped on
the road by the
park maintenance
team

 I would to bring to your
notice the debris dumping issue
which has been happening for
the last month on 6th Lane, 4th
Cross Street, Indira Nagar,
Adyar (Near Indira Nagar Cor-
poration Park). In December, as
part of the park cleaning process,
all the waste (fallen leaves, bark)
that had accumulated over the
months was dumped on the road.
This is causing nuisance to the
residents of 6th Lane and 4th
Cross Street.

1. The debris is leading to
mosquito breeding.

2. It is blocking almost half
of the road and causing hin-
drance to vehicle movement.

3. It leads to the blockage
of stormwater drains and hence
water stagnates even for short
spells of rain.

We have raised multiple
complaints and see that the de-
bris is not completely removed
and the park cleaning team is
continuing to dump on the roads
frequently.

Waterlogging in
Indira Nagar

 This has reference to
the water stagnation on 1st
Avenue Indira Nagar. Storm
water drain was laid only re-
cently on this road, however,
it has not solved the water stag-
nation problem on the road.
The stagnation is on one side
of the road, whereas the drain
is along the other side of the
road. The stagnation forces
pedestrians to walk in the
middle of the road, exposing
them to road traffic hazards.

The residents of the
apartments too encounter dif-
ficulties in crossing the water puddles in front of their apartments. The depression in
the road on the water stagnation side should be levelled with a slope to avoid water
stagnation and to facilitate water flow towards the stormwater drain. Request the
Corporation to consider this problem and provide a solution to the issue.

All roads lead to the ration shop!
 Let me first appreciate the Besant Nagar 2nd Avenue

ration shop counter employees for their patience amidst chaos
and commitment against all odds in managing the rush while
distributing the flood relief.

The ration shops as a whole need total renovation; and
the flooring outside the building frequented by elderly resi-
dents need levelling and seatings. I happened to witness an
elderly lady falling on the ground recently bruising her hand
and knee.

There were special counters for respective shops for
checking eligibility of flood relief by verification of card num-
bers in manual registers. Again, it’s strange how the major-
ity of cards (even among rice cards) do not find a place in the
above official manual printed booklet/register.

The website ‘TNPDS.GOV.IN’ when logged in, gener-
ates an OTP through the registered mobile number and later
gives all details about our Ration card and also the Eligibility,
date and exact time of receipt of relief if you have received
the same.

The left-out people are made to apply in a separate form
by giving personal details, which shall be scrutinised and
funds shall be routed through Bank account transfers. First
of all, why are cash disbursals made instead of bank trans-
fers? There is also no clarity from concerned quarters whether
all are eligible for this gesture or only rice card holders.

Many residents were surprised rather than upset when
they were denied forms and told that the last date was Dec.22.

Considering the rush and confusion, the public should
be given enough time, probably till Jan.31 at least, as it’s our
hard-earned savings in the form of income tax and GST re-
turned to the needy.

Chennai has become a hub for Horse Riding Cham-
pions who specialise in Dressage, which is an Eques-
trian Olympic Sport where the horse and its rider need
to perform dance moves synchronized with music.

The ASC Centre & College in Bangalore hosted the
annual Junior National Equestrian Championships.
Horse Riding Champions from all over India travelled to
Bangalore to compete for a National Gold Medal. The
Chennai Equitation Centre prepared 10 champion horses
and 10 talented riders to enter the events and fight for
the top rankings amongst 500 horse-rider pairs.

The youngest riders amongst the competitors are
just 10 years old. These young children can precisely and
accurately navigate a 700 kg horse through the course!

Isabelle Hasleder, one of the coaches at the Chennai
Equitation Centre explains, “For us, horse riding is not
just a sport, it teaches us many important life lessons.
When you learn how to ride a horse, you learn how to
communicate through your thoughts and actions rather
than with words. As a good rider, you need to feel and
understand every little movement of your partner - the
horse, so you can be in harmony while performing diffi-
cult moves. This feeling and sensitivity for the needs of
others is a very important life skill that is often over-
looked. Horse riding is also about determination and
learning to overcome your fears.”

In the Children 1 Dressage category Ananya Sajit
and Miraya Dhadabhoy both from the Chennai Equita-
tion Centre had a very close finish - taking home indi-
vidual Gold, individual Silver and even a 4th place along
with a Team Gold Medal. Both the girls entered the com-
petition with two horses: Ananya Sajit with Xaria and
Knock-out, both female horses from Netherlands who
are specifically trained for Dressage.

Miraya Dhadhabhoy competed with Escobar and
FT. Her horse FT whose full name in German is
Fuerstentanz, translates to The Dukes Dance - and when
you see this horse performing, you know why! Look out
for the horse with the golden shimmer coat.

Many of the riders from the Chennai Equitation
Centre (CEC) return home with a National Medal. In
2023 the CEC team had broken their own record of win-
ning 14 National Medals in the JNEC (Junior National
Equestrian Championships), making them India’s most
successful club in Dressage.

“Successful horse riders have to be physically and
mentally strong. It takes years of practice and a lot of
determination to get back on the horse when you have a
fall! It’s like in real life, you have to learn how to get up,
dust your pants and get back on the horse again,” says
Kishore Futnani, the founder of Chennai Equitation Cen-
tre in Sholinganallur.

The ambitious horse riders dream of representing
India in the Asian Games and Olympics in the future.
