Fines charged for tree
cutting

The Greater Chennai Corporation (GCC) has an-
nounced that from January 12, all applications related to
tree cutting, pruning of branches, removal of dead or haz-
ardous trees, and tree transplantation within city limits
must be submitted online. According to a press release is-
sued on January 10, applications will be accepted only
through the Greater Chennai Corporation website
(chennaicorporation.gov.in) and the ‘Namma Chennai’ mo-
bile application. The move is aimed at simplifying proce-
dures, ensuring transparency, and reducing delays in grant-
ing permissions.

Under the new system, applications will be inspected
on-site by GCC zonal officers or supervisors, along with
officials from the Forest Department and representatives
of environmental organisations. Inspection reports will be
forwarded to the District Green Committee for approval,
and applicants will be informed of the decision through SMS
and the GCC website.

The GCC warned that unauthorised cutting of trees in
public places will attract strict action, including a fine of Rs.
1 lakh. Violations such as cutting tree branches or fixing
boards and lights on trees will invite a penalty of Rs. 15,000.
